Report Card Background

The Anchorage Parks Report Card  utilized community volunteers to 
create a comprehensive picture of the condition of our neighborhood 
parks, refl ecting the Anchorage community’s opinions, preferences 
and ideas.  Almost 1,000 citizens along with APRD staff  evaluated 53 
neighborhood parks based on 6 diff erent settings. Parks were surveyed 
based on cleanliness, safety, structure, appearance, and function.
